Jharkhand's First Multi-Organ Transplant Unit Launched in Dhanbad through Strategic 

Partnership between Asarfi Hospital and Gleneagles Hospital, Chennai 

Dhanbad, May 19, 2025 - In a groundbreaking development for healthcare in Jharkhand, 

Asarfi Hospital in Dhanbad has formed a strategic partnership with Gleneagles Hospital, 

Chennai. This collaboration, formalized through a Memorandum of Understanding {MoU) 

will establish the state's first multi-organ transplant unit in Dhanbad, offering world-class 

transplant services for complex organs such as the heart, lungs, kidneys, liver, and bone 

marrow. 

This initiative will provide significant relief to thousands of patients who previously had to 

travel to metro cities like Delhi, Mumbai, Kolkata, or Chennai for organ transplants. With 

this new facility, they will now have access to advanced medical care within their own 

state, marking a transformative shift in Jharkhand's healthcare landscape. 

Asarfi Hospital is empanelled under the Jharkhand government's Mukhyamantri Gambhir 

Bimari Upchar Yojana {MGBUY), which offers eligible patients financial assistance ranging 

from ~15 to ~25 lakhs. This program aims· to ensure that even economically weaker 

sections of society can access high-end transplant services. The specialist expertise for 

this project will be provided by Gleneagles Hospital, Chennai, recognized for its pioneering 

work in India's first adult liver swap transplant and single lung transplant procedures. 

The MoU signing ceremony featured Mr. Harendra Singh, CEO of Asarfi Hospital, and Dr. 

Nageshwar Rao, Cluster CEO of Gleneagles Hospital, were present along with Mr. 

Shubhanshu Roy, President of Asarfi Hospital, Mr. Udai Pratap Singh, Managing Director, 

Mr. C. Geeth Anand, AGM - Business Development from Gleneagles, and Mr. Ankur Sinha,

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Historically, organ transplant services in Jharkhand have been limited, forcing patients to 

travel long distances for complex surgeries and follow-ups. This new initiative will enable 

the first-ever availability of heart, lung, kidney, liver, and bone marrow transplants under 

one roof in the state. A dedicated floor has been allocated for this purpose, with 

consultation and diagnostic services set to begin soon. Full-scale transplant procedures 

will commence following final approval from the state government. 

In recent years, India has seen significant growth in the field of organ transplantation; 

however, the rate of organ donation remains critically low. Annually, the country performs 

approximately 12,000 to 15,000 kidney transplants, 2,500 to 3,000 liver transplants, and 

around 250 to 300 heart transplants, with lung and bone marrow transplants being 

performed in very limited numbers. India's cadaveric donation rate stands at only 0.52 per 

million population, significantly lower than countries like Spain (46.9), the United States 

(38), and Croatia (36.5). 

Most organ transplants in India are conducted using living donors, with organs from 

deceased donors accounting for only 15 to 20 percent of total transplants. States such as 

Tamil Nadu, Maharashtra, Karnataka, and Delhi lead in transplant services, while 

Jharkhand, Bihar, and regions in the Northeast lag behind. To address this disparity, 

national and state-level organizations like NOTTO (National Organ and Tissue Transplant 

Organization) and SOTTO are actively working to promote organ donation. 

Through this initiative, Jharkhand will not only enhance its medical facilities but also move 

closer to achieving self-reliance in the healthcare sector. This partnership represents a 

historic step in transforming Jharkhand from a "medical desert" into a "medical 

destination." 
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
